CANCELLATION/ WITHDRAW REFUND POLICY

Refund calculations are performed for any monies due the applicant for any reason, by either party,
including student decision, course or program cancellation or school course, shall be refunded within
45 days of official cancelation or withdraw.

Official cancellation or withdraw shall occur on the earlier of the dates that:
