Academic Freedom Policies

WMU recognizes that within the field of education,
academic freedom is a highly held right. In that
regard, WMU will do everything possible to insure
that faculty members are given the freedom to
represent views, theories, research results, and
opinions inthe normal process of teaching their
assigned courses. However, WMU also recognizes
that academic freedom must be weighed in response
to the responsibilities of Christian faith and practice.
The principles of developing Christian community,
the responsiltity of leadership by faculty members
as role models to the students, and the ethics of
Christian faith as prescribed by the school's
Statement of Faith also provide the boundaries
within which faculty members are given to exercise
their academic freedorfaculty members, who hold
differing and potentially contentious theological
views, may be asked to step down from their faculty
positions. When this happens, WMU will still hold
the resigning faculty member in highest regard,
realizing that the human peesgiive on theological
truth is never complete and clear.

WMU has adopted the statement of Academic
Freedom as developed by the Association of
Theological Schools, a recognized accrediting
association by the U.S. Department of Education, as
its standard @ncerning faculty academic freedom.
The statement reads as follows:

1. The Christian faith directs all thought and
life toward God who is the source of truth,
the judge of all human thoughts, and the
ultimate end of all theological inquiry.

2. The freedom ofthe Christian always
involves a commensurate responsibility
toward God and neighbor. It is never the
freedom merely to be left alone or ignore
basic obligations.

3. Christian freedom exists within the
confession of Christian faith. A theological
school may acknowledge  specific
confessional adherence as laid down in its
own charter and constitution. A concept of
freedom appropriate to a theological school
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will respect this confessional loyalty, both in
the institution and with their individual
membes. At the same time, no confessional
standard obviates the requirement for
responsible liberty of conscience in the
Christian community and the practice of the
highest ideal of academic freedom.

4. While freedom must ultimately be realized
through the spitiand loyalties of humanity,
it must take form and be protected through
concrete standards of institutional practice.
Every statement of such standards moves
somewhat in the sphere of law and
regulation. We recognized that the
effectiveness of stated priptes depends
finally upon the dedication within the
Christian theological school to a genuine
concern for liberty of mind and spirit in
theological teaching.

FC210 Life-Span Development (3 credits)

A survey of human development from infancy to
adulthood that includes physical, cognitive,
emotional, social, moral, and faith aspects. The
emphasis is on the application of understanding
human development in ministry.

FC215 Family Life Ministry (3 credits)

This course offers the theological and practical
foundation for Christian counseling. Integration of
theology and psychology is emphasized by exploring
key areas relating to the nature of man, nature and
dynamics of sin, guilt, and shame. Practical
approachs to prevention programs for the local
church and community are presented (i.e. lay
counseling models). A team approach for pursuing
wholeness and utilizing the appropriate resources is
emphasized.

FC217 Marriage and Psychology (3 credits)

An examindion of marriage from social,
psychological and biblical perspective. An intimate
relationship relation to interpersonal communication,
marital sexuality, the developmental course of the
marital relationship, emotional abuse and violence,
and spiritualityin marriage will be explored.

FC221 Abnormal Psychology(3 credits)

Academic Freedom Policies

WMU recognizes that within theeld of education,
academic freedom is a highly held right. In that
regard, WMU will do everything possible to insure
that faculty members are given the freedom to
represent views, theories, research results, and
opinions in the normal process of teachitingir
assigned courses. However, WMU also recognizes
that academic freedom must be weighed in response
to the responsibilities of Christian faith and practice.
The principles of developing Christian community,
the responsibility of leadership by faculty mieers

as role models to the students, and the ethics of
Christian faith as prescribed by the school's
Statement of Faith also provide the boundaries
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within which faculty members are given to exercise
their academic freedom. Faculty members, who hold
differing and potentially contentious theological
views, may be asked to step down from their faculty
positions. When this happens, WMU will still hold
the resigning faculty member in highest regard,
realizing that the human perspective on theological
truth is rever complete and clear.

with the bachel orods
WMU has adopted the statement of Academic
Freedom as developed by the Association of
Theological Schools, a recognized accrediting
association by the U.S. Department of Education, as
its standard concerning faculty academic freedom.
The statement reads as follows:

1. The Christian faith directs all thought and
life toward God who is the source of tiny
the judge of all human thoughts, and the
ultimate end of all theological inquiry.

2. The freedom of the Christian always
involves a commensurate responsibility
toward God and neighbor. It is never the
freedom merely to be left alone or ignore
basic obligations.

3. Christian freedom exists within the
confession of Christian faith. A theological
school may acknowledge  specific
confessional adherence as laid down in its
own charter and constitution. A concept of
freedom appropriate to a theologicaheol
will respect this confessional loyalty, both in
the institution and with their individual
members. At the same time, no confessional
standard obviates the requirement for
responsible liberty of conscience in the
Christian community and the practicktbe
highest ideal of academic freedom.

4. While freedom must ultimately be realized
through the spirit and loyalties of humanity,
it must take form and be protected through
concrete standards of institutional practice.
Every statement of such standardsve®
somewhat in the sphere of law and
regulation. We recognized that the
effectiveness of stated principles depends
finally upon the dedication within the
Christian theological school to a genuine
concern for liberty of mind and spirit in
theological teadhg.

Biblical Studies (BS)

BS316 Genesis(3 credits)

This course purposes to prepare students for
understanding and communicating the message of
the Genesis effectiveyt studies the Genesis on the
basis of appropriate understanding Pentateuch. It
covers the origin of the universe and the people of
God. Attention will be given to understand how God
started his redemptive work to save the world
through his people.

BS317 Psalms(3 credits)

This course purposes to prepare students for
understanding and communicating the message of
the Psalms effectively. It studies the Psalms on the
basis of appropriate understanding the Holy Writings.
It covers the origin of thBsalms, historical contexts,
and the theological and ministerial messages of each
psalm.

BS318 Isaiah(3 credits)

This course purposes to prepare students for
understanding and communicating the message of
the Isaiah effectively. It studies the Isaiah on the

basis of appropriate understanding the Prophets. It
covers the revelation, judgment and restoration given
to Judah through prophets. Attention will be given to

understanding our callings as the prophets.

BS345 Gospel of John(3 credits)

of John on the basis of appropriate understanding
Gospel. It covers the historical backgrounds and
messages. Attention will be given to its literary and
theological uniqueness of the Gospel of John by
comparison to other books of theeM Testament,
especially the synoptics.

BS347 Acts(3 credits)

This course purposes to prepare students for
understanding and communicating the message of
the Acts effectively. It studies the Acts on the basis
of appropriate understanding Lukan Literatur It
covers the emergence of the early Christian Church
as recounted in the Acts of the Apostles. Attention is
given to the historical context of the work, the
literary techniques of the author, and the abiding
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theological lessons for Christian faith aprhctice
today.

BS348 Romans(3 credits)

This course purposes to prepare students for
understanding and communicating the message of
the Romans effectively. It studies the Romans on the
basis of appropriate understanding Pauline Literature.
It covers the backgrounds and the messages of the
book. Special attention will be given to the
principles of Christian life and ministry from the
understanding of the whole book and exegesis of
some passages.

Bible and Theology (BT)

BT117 New Testament Survey3 credits)

This course is an introductory study of the New
Testament. It attempts to trace the historical
background for each book of the New Testament and
seeks to understand each book in light of the
historical context. Its key teaching(s) and litgra
character will be considered as well as its
contribution to the overall message in the New
Testament.

BT118 Old Testament Survey (3 credits)

This course is an introductory study of the Old
Testament.

BT225 Bible Hermeneutics and Teaching
Methods(3 credits)

This course is an introductory study of hermeneutics.
It helps students to learn and exercise the principles,
method and appropriate tools for the interpretation
of the Bible. On the basis of understanding Bible,
students will be equipped to grasp the principles and
methods for the effective teaching.

BT231 Spiritual Formation and Soul Care(3
credits)

This course isn introductory study into the nature
of spiritual formation and the meaning and
importance of soul care within spiritual community.
Emphasis will be given to the nature of personal
character, virtues and vices, and the spiritual
disciplines as means of idgual growth into the
image of Christ.

BT232 Spiritual Leadership and Mentoring

(3 credits)

This course introduces the principles and skills of
spiritual leadership on the basis of the healthy
spirituality. It also helps students to acquire the
practial methods and dynamics of spiritual
mentoring in order to help others to grow into good
spiritual leaders.

BT251 Integrative Senior Seminar (3 credits)

A study of job hunting skills, motivated abilities and
career choices, what studying at WMU has meant
and an advanced study of worldviews and
perspectives common to various fields of study and
a Biblical analysis of these worldviews.

BT401 Integrative Senior Seminar (3 credits)

A study of job huntingkills, motivated abilities and
career choices, what studying at WMU has meant
and an advanced study of worldviews and
perspectives common to various fields of study and
a Biblical analysis of these worldviews.

BT400 Thesis (3 credits)

Christian Counseling (CC)
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CC110 Introduction to Christian Counseling

(3 credits)

An introduction to the principles of Christian
counseling. Students will explore the role of the
counselor in Christian counseling, the place of
counseling in the ministry of the church, and how
Christian counseling rates to and differs from the
common secular models.

CC115 Essential Qualities of a Christian

Counselor (3 credits)

A study of character qualities of a Christian
counselor. Students identify their strengths and
weaknesses as counselors through self @ation
and explore ways to grow in their personal walk with
Christ as a Christian counselor.

CC212 Theology of Human Nature (3 credits)
Exploration of key areas relating to the nature of man
from both a theological and psychological
perspective. The naming and significance of man
created in the image of God; Mechanism and
components of hearshame, guilt, motivation and
valueswill be explored and the practical application
of these concepts in counseling ministry.

CC215 Family Life Ministry (3 credi ts)

This course offers the theological and practical
foundation for Christian family ministry. Practical
approaches to prevention programs for the local
church and community are presented (i.e. lay
counseling models). A team approach for pursuing
wholenes and utilizing the appropriate resources is
emphasized.

CC217 Marriage and Psychology (3 credits)

An examination of marriage from social,
psychological and biblical perspective. An intimate
relationshiprelation to interpersonal communication,
marital sexuality, the developmental course of the
marital relationship, emotional abuse and violence,
and spirituality in marriage will be explored.

CC221 Abnormal Psychology3 credits)

A Study of theories anidsues of abnormal behavior,
including the full range of mental disorders
identified within current categorical systems.
Therapeutic approach is examined from the
perspective of Christian worldview.

CC245 Marriage and Family Counseling



(3 credits)

An overview of marriage and family counseling

issues relating to the content and process of
counseling. Topics include a biblical review of

marriage and relationships, gender differences,
communication, conflict, divorce counseling, spouse
abusejn-law problems, and stefamilies.

CC317 TheologicalFoundation in Christian
Counseling(3 credits)

This course will explore models of integrating social
science with Christian theology with the goal of
assisting students in developing their own
perspectives and convictions regarding integration.
The practical application of integration in variety of
family life and counseling issues will be emphasized.

CC320 Counseling Children and Adolescents

(3 credits)

This course explores emotional, cograt physical

and social developments and the tasks in children
and adolescent phase and biblical understanding of
their issues with preventive educational approaches
and parenting model will be presented.

CC325 Parenting andChild Guidance (3 credits)
This course examines the significant impact of
parents with regard to children's development and
life potential. With the purpose of building Christian
parenting framework, various parenting, theories,
and programs will be evaluated and analyzed.

CC331 Multicultural Counseling (3 credits)

This course explores cultural influences in relation to
social and individual value system, worldview and
attitudes in counseling. It focuses on the influences
of cultural differences on the development and
process ofrarious counseling theory and techniques.
This course provides students with a vital knowledge
of multicultural counseling theories and its
application to diverse ethnicities.

CC340 Crisis Counseling (3 credits)

This course is designed to examine the dynamics of
crisis situations and the biblical principles and
procedures for intervening them. The emphasis will
be on the application of biblical principles to crisis
situations. Legal and ethical issues will be
emphasized.

CC412 Counseling Theory and Techniques
(3 credits)
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This course studies different theories and techniques
in counseling which will be evaluated in the context
of Christian framework.

CC420 AdvancedSkills & Qualities for the

Christian Counselor (3 credits)

The course defines the important qualities of a Spirit
filled Christian counselor. Integration of personal
faith and psychology is emphasized. The course
offers advanced counseling skills intbaendividual

and marriage and family counseling models.

Christian Education (CE)

CE102 Introduction to Christian Education

(3 credits)

Basically this course seeks to examine the
foundational educational theories related to Christian
education. Emplss shall be given upon theological,

psychological, biblical, and  philosophical
foundations for Christian education. Further
Christian worldview and teaching methods

applicable to a local church together with newly
emerging educational issues such as @hns
mentoring and selfealization are to be dealt with.

CE210 Life-Span Development (3 credits)

A survey of human development from infancy to
adulthood that includes physical, cognitive,
emotional, social, moral, and faith aspects. The
emphasis is orthe application of understanding

human development in ministry.

CE301 Character Formation (3 credits)

This course starts with a basic introduction of natures
of Characteristics and personality. It then goes on to
look at theories of Characteristidermation and
development with cultural perspectives. This course
is especially designed for those who want to learn
more about who they are, which direction their life
should take as a Christian.

CE310 Crosscultural learning Theories

(3 credits)

This course provides learning theories and practices
which relate to education in cressltural context.
The course will be helpful to deepen our
understanding of the mind of peoles with different
culturd backgrounds.

CE315 Cross-cultural Ministry for Adolescents
(3 credits)

Practical Theology (PT)

PT106 Study Skills (3 credits)

for future studies and ministry.

Incomplete policy

Sometimes a student discovers that they are unable
to finish their requirements for a course or courses
during a semester. Sometimes, life presents us with
problems that we have no way of foreseeing or
planning for. In these situatiore student may need
extra time to complete their course requirements. If
a student needs extra time to complete their course
work, WMU has devised a way to help individual
students work through these problems.

Please be sure to follow the procedureseatily:

First, students need to obtain permission for an
incomplete from the Dean of Academic Affairs.
Then, students must obtain approval from the
instructor. Students should not assume that he/she
will be given an incomplete for a course just because

hekhe choose not to complete the assignments, tests

or quizzes. Instructors will assign grades based on
submitted work if students have not been granted an
official incomplete from the Dean of Academic
Affairs office.

Graduation
in absentia will be permitted only by special approval
of the Chief Academic Officer in response to a
written request that cites acceptable reasons.

Academic Freedom Plicies

WMU recognizes that within the field of education,
academic freedom is a highly held right. In that
regard, WMU will do everything possible to insure
that faculty members are given the freedom to
represent views, theories, research results, and
opinions in the normal process of teaching their
assigned courses. However, WMU also recognizes
that academic freedom must be weighed in response
to the responsibilities of Christian faith and practice.
The principles of developing Christian community,
the esponsibility of leadership by faculty members
as role models to the students, and the ethics of
Christian faith as prescribed by the school's
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Statement of Faith also provide the boundaries
within which faculty members are given to exercise
their academiéreedom. Faculty members, who hold
differing and potentially contentious theological
views, may be asked to step down from their faculty
positions. When this happens, WMU will still hold
the resigning faculty member in highest regard,
realizing that the hman perspective on theological
truth is never complete and clear.

WMU has adopted the statement of Academic
Freedom as developed by the Association of
Theological Schools, a recognized accrediting
association by the U.S. Department of Education, as
its gandard concerning faculty academic freedom.
The statement reads as follows:

1. The Christian faith directs all thought and
life toward God who is the source of truth,
the judge of all human thoughts, and the
ultimate end of all theological inquiry.

2. The freedom of the Christian always
involves a commensurate responsibility
toward God and neighbor. It is never the
freedom merely to be left alone or ignore
basic obligations.

3. Christian freedom exists within the
confession of Christian faith. A theological
school may acknowledge  specific
confessional adherence as laid down in its
own charter and constitution. A concept of
freedom appropriate to a theological school
will respectthis confessional loyalty, both in
the institution and with their individual
members. At the same time, no confessional
standard obviates the requirement for
responsible liberty of conscience in the
Christian community and the practice of the
highest ideabf academic freedom.

4. While freedom must ultimately be realized
through the spirit and loyalties of humanity,
it must take form and be protected through
concrete standards of institutional practice.
Every statement of such standards moves
somewhat in thesphere of law and
regulation. We recognized that the
effectiveness of stated principles depends
finally upon the dedication within the
Christian theological school to a genuine



concern for liberty of mind and spirit in
theological teaching.

Withdrawal & Leave of Absence

Students wishing to withdraw from the school must
complete a Petition to Withdraw, secure the
necessary signatures,
office. Courses must be officially dropped or a grade
of AFO will be entered
Failure to properly withdraw will result in the student
not being allowed to renroll in the future or to
receive proper refunds.

Inthe case of discontinuing course work due to
serious illness or other valid reasons, permission for
a leave of absence may lgeanted by the Chief
Academic Officer. The student must submit a Leave
of Absence Form and in certain cases submit a
petition with documentation (i.e., a note from a
licensed doctor, etc.).

Academic Freedom Policies

WMU recognizes that within the field of education,
acadenic freedom is a highly held right. In that
regard, WMU will do everything possible to insure
that faculty members are given the freedom to r
opinions in the normal process of teaching their
assigned courses. However, WMU also recognizes
that academic frelwm must be weighed in response
to the responsibilities of Christian faith and practice.
The principles of developing Christian community,
the responsibility of leadership by faculty members
as role models to the students, and the ethics of
Christian faith as prescribed by the school's
Statement of Faith also provide the boundaries
within which faculty members are given to exercise
their academic freedom. Faculty members, who hold
differing and potentially contentious theological
views, may be asked to stdpwn from their faculty
positions. When this happens, WMU will still hold
the resigning faculty member in highest regard,
realizing that the human perspective on theological
truth is never complete and clear.

WMU has adopted the statement of Academic
Freedom as developed by the Association of
Theological Schools, a recognized accrediting
association by the U.S. Department of Education, as
its standard concerning faculty academic freedom.
The statement reads fadlows:

1. The Christian faith directs all thought and
life toward God who is the source of truth,
the judge of all human thoughts, and the
ultimate end of all theological inquiry.

2. The freedom of the Christian always
involves a commensurate responsipilit
toward God and neighbor. It is never the
freedom merely to be left alone or ignore
basic obligations.

3. Christian freedom exists within the
confession of Christian faith. A theological
school may acknowledge  specific
confessional adherence asdlalown in its
own charter and constitution. A concept of
freedom appropriate to a theological school
will respect this confessional loyalty, both in
the institution and with their individual
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members. At the same time, no confessional
standard obviates therequirement for
responsible liberty of conscience in the
Christian community and the practice of the
highest ideal of academic freedom.

4. While freedom must ultimately be realized
through the spirit and loyalties of humanity,
it must take form and be prated through
concrete standards of institutional practice.
Every statement of such standards moves
somewhat in the sphere of law and
regulation. We recognized that the
effectiveness of stated principles depends
finally upon the dedication within the
Christian theological school to a genuine
concern for liberty of mind and spirit in
theological teaching.

DM710 Project Clinic (4 credits)

This course helps students understand the basic
elements of D. Min projcet and design a proposal for
the final project

and spiritual gifts). Through this, students set goals
and set specific steps to focus on in lifelong
leadership.

This helps learners not only
identify their theological positions, but also help
them plan projects that take into account the
importance of context in their ministry.

DM762 Understanding of Missional Church

(4 credits)

This course covers the theological, biblical and
historical thedies of the missional church to help
students understand the missional church. In addition,
the principles of missional church help them plan and
implement models applicable to their ministry
environment.

DM744 Organic Leadership & Ministry

(4 credits)

This course deals with the biblical understanding of
the organic church and organic leadership and
practice through case studies. Through this process,
it reexamines individual leadership and considers the
nature of thehurch and the type of leadership that is
appropriate, as well as suitable for the changed world.

DM749 Missional Church & Ministry
(4 credits)
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This subject examines and studies the church and its
leaders who practice missional church through field
trips. Students learn in three dimensions by directly
viewing, listening and questioning the church's
visiting external environment, internal environment,
and problem solving processes. In this way, students
indirectly evaluate and analyze their ministries,
discover problems, and map out solutions.

DM763 Spirituality in Work place (4 credits)

This course helps students understand the lives of
ordinary believers by indirectly experiencing the
reality of the workplace and envisions missionary
work that carbe done in their workplaces. To this
end, it helps to understand social organizations such
as business and ngmofit organizations, and to
understand the function and both role of the church
as a spiritual organization and a social organization.

Return of Title IV Funds Policy
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When a student who receives Federal Student Aid
funds withdraws from the World Mission University
prior to completing 60% of a payment period or
period of enrollment (Fall, Spring Semesters), the
student may beequired to return a portion of his/her
Federal Aid received.

A return is only required of those students who
withdraw from school, who cease to be enrolled. A
student who reduced his/her course load is
considered a reduction and not a withdrawal. A
Retrn calculation is not required for such students.

The cal culati on required
earned and unearned Title IV aid based on the
percentage of the enrollment period completed by
the student. The percentage of the period that the
student renained enrolled is derived by dividing the
number of days the student attended by the number
of days in the enrollment period.

The withdrawal date is defined as:

1. The date the student began the withdrawal
process or officially notified WMU of
his/her intent to withdraw; or

2. The last date of attendance at an
academicallyrelated activity by a student
who does not notify WMU.

Based on the date of withdrawal, theaintial aid

of fice will determine the
withdrawal and using the Return of Title IV form
provided by the Department of Education, calculate
the amount, if any, the student must return. The
student will then be notified by mail ahy amount

of Federal Aid that they must return. In some cases
both the school and the student may be required to
return unused or unearned portions of Federal Aid to
the Federal Title IV program.



Overpayments and Overawards

A

There are times when a stutht 6s award package

exceeds t he student 6s need. There may be
circumstances that change a studentds award package
after the aid has been awarded that result in an

overpayment. For example a student may receive a

scholarship or grant from an outside soume

organization, or the student may want to extend his

or her workstudy employment. In case of

overpayments or overawards the WMU financial aid

office will need to make adjustments to the other

federal student aid in the package.

When the total of all aid received by the student
exceeds the student's cost of attendance budget,
awards in the package will be adjusted
(cancelled or reduced) in order to eliminate the
overaward. Federal Wotgtudy awards and
loans will be reduced beforany reduction is
made to Pell grant or scholarship awards.

Students who owe funds due to overpayment or
overaward will be required to make payment of those.
As required by federal regulations, the Office of
Financial Aid will report the overpayment teeth
Department of Education via the National
Student Loan Data System (NSLDS) within 30
days from the date when the overpayment was
created.

The amount of the overpayment may be satisfied

by reducing the studentés feder al award(s) in
subsequent enrollmemeriod during the same

award year as the overpayment was created. If

the overpayment amount cannot be satisfied by

deducting the amount from a future

disbursement, the student is responsible for

making direct restitution.

Application for Graduation

Students must file their applications and pay their
graduation fee at the time of enrollment for their last
semester of study. All financial accounts and
documents, files, etc., are to be in satisfactory order
before a studensipermitted to graduate. Students
are expected to be present for graduation.
Graduation in absentia will be permitted only by
special approval of the Chief Academic Officer in
response to a written request that cites acceptable
reasons.

Academic Freedom Plicies

WMU recognizes that within the field of education,
academic freedom is a highly held right. In that
regard, WMU will do everything possible to insure
that faculty members are given the freedom to
represent views, theories, research results, and
opinions in the normal process of teaching their
assigned courses. However, WMU also recognizes
that academic freedom must be weighed in response
to the responsibilities of Christian faith and practice.
The principles of developing Christian community,
the responsibility of leadership by faculty members
as role models to the students, and the ethics of
Christian faith as prescribed by the school's
Statement of Faith also provide the boundaries
within which faculty members are given to exercise
their academiéfreedom. Faculty members, who hold
differing and potentially contentious theological
views, may be asked to step down from their faculty
positions. When this happens, WMU will still hold
the resigning faculty member in highest regard,
realizing that the hman perspective on theological
truth is never complete and clear.

WMU has adopted the statement of Academic
Freedom as developed by the Association of
Theological Schools, a recognized accrediting
association by the U.S. Department of Education, as
its gandard concerning faculty academic freedom.
The statement reads as follows:
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1. The Christian faith directs all thought and
life toward God who is the source of truth,
the judge of all human thoughts, and the
ultimate end of all theological inquiry.

2. The freedom of the Christian always
involves a commensurate responsibility
toward God and neighbor. It is never the
freedom merely to be left alone or ignore
basic obligations.

3. Christian freedom exists within the
confession of Christian faith. fheological
school may acknowledge  specific
confessional adherence as laid down in its
own charter and constitution. A concept of
freedom appropriate to a theological school
will respect this confessional loyalty, both in
the institution and with their inddual
members. At the same time, no confessional
standard obviates the requirement for
responsible liberty of conscience in the
Christian community and the practice of the
highest ideal of academic freedom.

4. While freedom must ultimately be realized
through the spirit and loyalties of humanity,
it must take form and be protected through
concrete standards of institutional practice.
Every statement of such standards moves
somewhat in the sphere of law and
regulation. We recognized that the
effectiveness fostated principles depends
finally upon the dedication within the
Christian theological school to a genuine
concern for liberty of mind and spirit in
theological teaching.

Withdrawal & Leave of Absence

Students wishing to withdraw from the school must
complete a Petition to Withdraw, secure the
necessary signhatures,

Satisfactory Academic Progress Policy

Full-Time Graduate Students:

Satisfactory Academic Progress toward a graduate
degree as a fulime graduate student is obtained by
completing nine or more credits per semester or 18
or more credits per academic year while maintaining
a cumulative GPA of 2.5 or higher. Repeated courses
which students previously passed cannot be counted
toward minimum Satisfactory Academic Progress
requrements. The student must complete the degree
requirements within the period of time required
when progressing at the minimum ftiline rate.

For example, in a program requiring 96 credits
progressing at nine credits, a student would have 11
semesters f@proximately 5 years) to complete the
program.

Appeals

If a student is dismissed faifure to meet academic
standards, the student may appeal to the Academic
Committee for readmission.
