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STUDENT’S RIGHT TO CANCEL

Student’s right to cancel: An initial deposit is required prior to contracting. All funds paid will be returned if the student
is rejected for enrollment. You have the right to cancel the agreement for a course of instruction, including any
equipment such as books, materials and supplies or any other goods related to the instruction included in this
agreement, until the end of the first class session, or the seventh day after enroliment, whichever is later. All monies
paid designated for tuition will be refunded less the processing fee if the contract is cancelled within this timeframe.

The date by which you must cancel this contract and receive a refund of all monies paid designated for tuition less the
processing fee will be stated on your enrollment agreement.

NOTE: If a student withdraws, federal regulations may require that federal funds used to cover institutional expenses be
returned to their respective program sources. Balances of unpaid charges are the responsibility of the student. If the
student defaults on a loan guaranteed by the federal or state government, both the following may occur: The federal or
State government or loan guarantee agency may take action against the student, including applying any income tax
refund to which the person is entitled to reduce the balance owed on the loan. The student may not be eligible for any
other government financial assistance at another institution until the loan is repaid.

Cancellation Procedure:Shall occur when you give written notice of cancellation at the institution's address. You can
do this by mail, hand delivery, or telegram. The written notice of cancellation, if sent by mail, is effective when it is
deposited in the mail properly addressed with prepaid postage (postmarked). The written notice of cancellation need not
take any particular form, however expressed; it is effective if it shows that you no longer wish to be bound by the
enroliment agreement.

Withdrawal from course: you have the right to withdraw from a course of instruction at any time. If you withdraw from the
course of instruction after the period allowed for cancellation of the agreement, which is until the end of the first class
session, or the seventh day after enrollment, whichever is later, the school will remit a refund within 45 days following your
official cancellation or withdrawal. You are obligated to pay only for educational services rendered and equipment issued.
The refund shall be the amount you paid for instruction multiplied by a fraction, the numerator of which is the number of
hours of instruction which you have not received but for which you have paid, and the denominator of which is the total
number of hours of instruction for which you have paid.

For unofficial withdrawals, a student's withdrawal date at a school that is required to take attendance is their last day of
physical attendance. Their date of determination is 14 days after they cease attendance
