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STUDENT’S RIGHT TO CANCEL

Students have the right to cancel the enrollment agreement and obtain a refund of charges paid through
attendance at the first class session, or the seventh day after enroliment, whichever is later. If the student
has received federal student financial aid funds, the student is entitled to a refund of monies not paid from
federal student financial aid program funds.

Cancellation requests must be addressed to the Registrar and presented to Enroliment Services. The
notice need not take a particular form but must be signed and dated, show that the applicant no longer
wishes to enroll and include the student’s contact information (name, address, phone number, email
address). Cancellation requests may be hand delivered or submitted by U.S. Mail, email, or fax. If
submitted by U.S. Mail, the cancellation is effective on the date postmarked.
