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STUDENT’S RIGHT TO CANCEL: Cancellation/Refund Policy

You have a right to withdraw from the program at any point after signing your enrollment agreement. You have the right to cancel your
enrollment and obtain a refund of charges paid through attendance at the first class session, or the seventh day after enrollment, whichever
comes later. A full refund of all refundable charges will be made within 10 days. If cancellation is made after the seventh day of enrollment,
refunds for the return of unearned institutional charges for students who have completed 60 percent or less of the period of attendance shall
be a pro-rata refund. The period of attendance is the period designated on the enrollment agreement. After 60% of the program has been
provided, no refunds will be made. All refunds made to students will be made within 30 days of the date of postmark or receipt of written
notice of cancellation. Since most of our students pay monthly, refunds are not as common as they are for institutions that require full
payment in advance. The application fee is non-refundable.

Withdrawal may be effectuated by the student’s written notice or by the student’s conduct, including, but not necessarily limited to, a
student’s lack of attendance.
